RHSS Curriculum — Year 1

How to study the Bible-

Memorization of the books of the bible and weekly memorization of scriptures will begin in the fall
Reading through the New Testament will begin with study tests built upon the corresponding Notes from
the Marilyn Hickey Study guide, 7 chapters per week with an open book study test for more revelation
The King James and New King James versions will be used for answers on all tests

Other bible versions will be used and are recommended, but some versions are a problem...know why
Apps for your phone or tablet can help in study, let us help you set up your tech stuff at orientation
Terminology that must be understood to read scripture, also types and shadows

1 Required textbook- Scripture Keys for Kingdom Living by June Newman Davis. This book is a
comprehensive resource of topics to teach and minister from. It will be used for activations of lessons,
making decrees and prayer in class. Marilyn Hickey’s Study guide “Encounter The Word” can be ordered or
can be downloaded.

Supplies for taking notes should be brought, most lessons will have handouts

In the Beginning- God'’s original intent in creation and for mankind and how it is restored in Christ. This series of lessons
shows how God and His Word have never changed. There will be handouts for each session, some of the topics will be

combined.

The Godhead in the beginning, first name of God, the Trinity, Life, Light

Creation- the power of the spoken Word, darkness and Light, Time as it relates to mankind, Stars and Signs
We are made in His image-speaking spirits with authority in 3 realms

Marriage and the order of the family

You have an enemy! Satan has been in evidence from the start, learn who he is and how he attacks

The Blessing vs the curse, how man fell, what the fall of mankind did, what Jesus did to restore us to God

It all began in a garden and is fulfilled in a garden, the 2 trees, words in a tree, fall vs salvation

Genesis is history, the people are real, Jesus was prophesied from the beginning and came as promised
Optional readings, videos and home study books will be offered

Know Jesus as “l Am” — Building a solid foundation on the Rock of who Jesus is as the Son, The Word, Savior, Truth, etc.

The Gospels & Life of Christ — the transition period from the Old Testament to New- resources are Marilyn
Hickey, Study Bibles are recommended

Prophecy & fulfillment-finding Jesus in the whole bible, God’s redemption plan from beginning

Integrity of The Word- In the beginning was The Word. The power of who He is as it is written

The church is built on the Rock of Revelation, Christ, Last Adam, Truth, etc.

The | Am- Who is God.

The names of God: how they reveal that His nature and character have never changed. This will be used as
an overview of most of the Old Testament along with the Marilyn Hickey study guide. We will help students
understand the difference between God’s dealings with man in the Old Testament and how the coming of
Jesus changed and fulfilled the law. Additional reading/books will be recommended.



e How God revealed Himself in His names to specific people, His nation the Jews and in “Covenant”
relationship

Elementary Principals of Salvation in Christ — Hebrews 6:1,2

e Repentance from dead works/religion - detox from the world is your part

e Faith Towards God - relationship with God and living our new life is by faith (intro into the supernatural)

e Doctrine of Baptisms — water of repentance, baptism into the Body, the baptism in Holy Spirit and fire.
Opportunity to receive will be offered.

e laying on of hands — Intro to ministering to people with activation in class based on James 5:13-18

e Resurrection of the dead — a foundational belief that must be received and preached (Supernatural)

e Eternal Judgement — foundational belief of God’s justice and mercy, and that you have an enemy who is
judged! There is an End coming! What you need to know about that and that you are saved from wrath!

Identity in Christ & His Finished Work (based on 1 Cor 1:30) This is an overview of what Christ did for you to believe.
Without this foundation, we fall prey to religion and the lies of the enemy.

e Wisdom- Get wisdom, the renewing of your mind, hear and obey

e Righteousness- How Jesus made us Righteous by faith and not by works of the law

e Sanctification — the washing of the water of the Word (Eph 5:26) and cleansing through the Blood (Heb 9:14)
e Redemption —you are bought with a price. It's always been about the blood covenant!

(There are a number of great pocket-sized booklets on each of these topics which will be recommended for
home study and greater depth)

Inner Healing through Right Believing- based on the above teaching, we now explore HOW to apply the Word of God
and what we are learning to our own situation and life. Discover Spirit, Soul and Body.

e Total Prosperity of:
Spirit — righteousness & perfection through salvation
Soul — Mind, will, emotions; victory over sin; Relationships
Body — divine health; finances

e Righteousness, peace & Joy in Holy Ghost vs. Fear, shame, guilt
o Repentance is a weapon we must use for ourselves as we submit to God (We will activate in class)
e Identifying & confronting lies
e Inviting Jesus to reveal truth & heal
o Forgiveness- How it releases us from the destruction the enemy tries to keep us in
e why; how; what it is and what it’s not (We will practice and activate in class)

Supernatural Living- This series will be taught using some great resources from famous people of faith.

e The Fruit of the Holy Spirit- the 9 fruit

e The Baptism in Holy Spirit- the 9 gifts of ministry

e The Grace Gifts of the Father

e The 5 fold Apostolic Ministries of Christ to mature the Body

e The Great Commissions of Christ for His Body - Power Evangelism



e Prayer- What it is and what it is not
e Decreeing God’s Word- You are the prophet of your own life, life or death is in the tongue
e Authority of the Believer and Faith in the Name of Jesus- our God given authority over 3 realms

Other topics which may be offered if time allows:

e Preparation time is not wasted time: John the Baptist
e How to carry the anointing: It's not about you!
e Operating in Freedom through decency & order, faith works by love. Can we be corrected?
e Conference & church ministry protocol- how to be appropriate, in order, prepared and powerfully used by God.
e Preparing for foreign missions:
e Fund raising starts now (fall year one), your personal testimony in 5 minutes, travel prep-get a passport.
Start your partnership for ministry from the beginning...it up to you.
