Redemption:  The contract on our life is paid in full. We are bought with a price—The Blood of Jesus (Eph 
1:7). 

As purchased possessions of God, He has restored us to right relationship and a position as His children 
and rightful heirs---in Christ.  God’s great Grace towards us must be responded to by faith from us.  We 
are speaking spirits like our Father.  Faith is how we receive everything from God.  He is a faith God (Heb 
11:1-6). 

 We are saved by Grace through Faith (Eph 2:4-10). This is our new way of life---His Grace poured out to 
us in the Word and by His Spirit. Faith must respond by speaking (Rom 10:6-10 we believe and speak).  

Our means of receiving His Promises and operating in His Spirit is by Faith alone (Pet 1:1-11).  

We are to be matured by the milk and meat of the Word, and led and minister through the power of the 
Holy Spirit of Truth (Heb 5:11-14).  

The Holy Spirit will not go one step past the Truth of God’s Word. The “more sure” Word of prophecy 
(2Pet 1:16-21), as Peter said, is the Word. 

 So, we must always allow the Holy Spirit to correct us with the Word (2Tim 3:16-17). Jesus Christ is the 
Word made flesh, full of Grace and Truth (John 1:1-4, 14). 

Once we are filled with the Holy Spirit and have our heavenly language, we are ready to enter the School 
of the Supernatural!  Jesus said we must be Born Again to “see and enter” the Kingdom of God (John3:1-
6).  We all must start here. Being Born Again allows us to see Kingdom things. 

Then we are to experience the Baptism of the Holy Spirit (Act 1:8, 2:1-2). Being Spirit filled causes us to 
“Enter” the Kingdom here on earth and walk in the Spirit (John 3:5)  

The Holy Spirit seals us into Covenant protection and inheritance. You now have rights and authority, as 
Adam and Eve did before the fall of all mankind! You have been restored in Christ. (Eph 1:13-14)
